	172/2023: CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES

The order of Items 4 & 5 on the agenda were reversed during the running of the meeting.

173/2023 TO CONSIDER CANDIDATES FOR VACANT OFFICES.
There are 2 parties interested in taking over the lease for the vacant offices at Forge Fach Resource Centre, each gave a presentation at the full council meeting on 13th March 2024.  For the benefit of the Councillors who were absent from that meeting, Cllr Richard Jenkins (Chair) gave a recap of the 2 options under consideration. Several Councillors asked questions to clarify facts from the presentations of both parties and discussions were held.

At the vote, the majority of Councillors voted for the Forge Fach Nursery to be awarded the lease on the vacant offices.  The other party – Season to Season project, will be offered a viewing of the ‘Committee Room’ at Vardre Hall with the possibility of a lease, if the premises are suitable for their needs.  Councillors voted unanimously in favour.


174/2023 TO APPROVE SUCCESSFUL CLERK CANDIDATE
As the Interim Clerk was one of the candidates, she was asked to leave the meeting and further minutes were taken by Cllr Gail John. 

3 out of 5 Councillors from the HR committee carried out the interviews, 2 of the 3 Councillors attended the meeting.  1 Councillor explained that there was a shortlist of 4 applicants with only 2 turning up for interview and gave the recommendation for the candidate to be voted upon.  

Chair asked the Councillors to vote on the recommendation put forward.  5 Councillors abstained from voting, with the recommendation being passed by 4 votes to 2 in favour.  

Councillors were asked to vote on the proposal that the outgoing Interim Clerk would provide a hand-over for the incoming Clerk, and this was passed unanimously.
