1. Apologies for Absence

2. Declarations of Interest
No declarations of interest were made by members in relation to the agenda items.

3. To consider matters raised by members of the public related to items on the agenda, limited to 10 mins

4. To discuss with Copr Bay Consultancy the nursey building works report received by council on 10 February 2026
Councillor S Weller had requested that Ian James of Copr Bay Consultancy attend the meeting to address the nursery building works report; however, Councillor S Weller was not in attendance.

Ian James, acting in his professional capacity, confirmed that he was satisfied with the documentation provided by the nursery. Following discussion, it was RESOLVED that the matter is now concluded and closed.

New contractor forms were discussed and RESOLVED that small works would be any works under £5,000.

7. To receive the Clerks report on Open Spaces and Building Management
The Clerk gave a verbal report. 
Waverley Park has had its knotweed treated by Apex Grounds Maintenance Limited.

Forge Fach emergency lighting work has now been completed.

The clerk is still looking for a company to come and clean the gutters at Forge Fach. RESOLVED that Councillor S Evans-Jones will do a drone video of the gutters to help companies understand what is needed.
The clerk is still looking for companies to come and quote for the render repairs on Forge Fach building.

8. To discuss the Vardre Community Hall renovations
The Clerk confirmed the positive news that the Council has been successful in its grant application to the Mynydd y Gwair Wind Farm Community Fund and will receive £15,000 towards the renovation of Vardre Community Hall.

The costings for the proposed works were discussed. It was RESOLVED that Llewellyn Roofing & Solar be appointed to undertake the roof works, and J Garland Heating and Plumbing to carry out the toilet alterations. Ian James and the Clerk will liaise with the contractors to ensure all necessary documentation is completed.

It was noted that additional costs will be incurred, including £513.00 for Building Regulations, as well as expenses for replastering the damaged ceiling and redecorating the hall, which are not covered by the grant. It was RESOLVED that these costs be referred to the next Finance and Audit meeting for consideration and allocation.
